WORK AREA SAFETY

*To reduce the risk of injury, close supervision
is necessary when an appliance is used near
children.

*Store idle light out of reach of children. Warm
lights can become hazardous in the hands of
children.

*Suitable for rain and wet locations. Store

indoors.
PERSONAL SAFETY

Do not overreach. Keep proper footing and
balance at all times. This enables better control
of the light in unexpected situations.

*Do not use on a ladder or unstable support.
Stable footing on a solid surface enables better
control of the light in unexpected situations.

*To reduce the risk of injury, do not look directly
into the light when the area light is on.

*To reduce the risk of fire or burns, keep hands
and combustible materials away from lens.
Lens may become hot after extended use.

BATTERY TOOL USE AND CARE

*Recharge only with the charger specified by
the manufacturer. A charger that is suitable for
one type of battery pack may create a risk of fire
when used with another battery pack.

*Use light only with specifically designated
battery packs. Use of any other battery packs
may create a risk of injury and fire.

«When battery pack is not in use, keep it away
from other metal objects, like paper clips,
coins, keys, nails, screws or other small metal
objects, that can make a connection from one
terminal to another. Shorting the battery
terminals together may cause burns or a fire.

eUnder abusive conditions, liquid may be
ejected from the battery; avoid contact. If
contact accidentally occurs, flush with water. If
liquid contacts eyes, additionally seek medical
help. Liquid ejected from the battery may cause
irritation or burns.

°Do not use a battery pack or tool that is
damaged or modified.

Charging improperly or at
temperatures outside the specified range may
damage the battery and increase the risk of fire.

SERVICE

*Have your light serviced by a qualified repair
person using only identical replacement parts.
This will ensure that the safety of the light is
maintained.

*Never service damaged battery packs. Service
of battery packs should only be performed by the
manufacturer or authorised service providers.

Inserting/Removing the Battery
Insert the battery pack by sliding battery pack into
the body of the tool. Insert the battery pack until the
battery latches lock.
To remove the battery pack, press in both battery
latches and slide the battery pack off of the tool.

OPERATION

To reduce the risk of injury,
AWARNING do not look directly into
the light when the area light is on.
To turn on the flood light, press the Power button @.
Press the MODE button to cycle through High,

Medium and Low settings. To turn off the area light,
press the Power button @ again.

Hang/Mount

There are many ways to orient the area light to best
suit your job.

NOTE: Larger battery packs are intentionally
prevented from being used with the Magnet and
Clamp systems.

*Securely hang or hold the area light from the top
handle.

*Use the magnets to secure the area light to a
metal surface at least 3mm (1/8") thick.

*Use the clamp to secure the area light to a flat
surface no more than 51mm (2") thick.

*Use the clamp to secure the area light to a tubular
material between 31mm (1-1/4") and 38mm
(1-1/2") in diameter.

Rotating the Face
To rotate the face, tilt the face forward and rotate up
to 150° one way, or 180° the other way.

Maintain Area Light

Keep your area light, battery pack and charger in
good repair by adopting a regular maintenance
program. If the area light does not work properly,
return the area light to a MILWAUKEE™ service
facility for repairs.

The light source of this luminaire is not replaceable;
when the light source reaches its end of life the
whole luminaire shall be replaced.

AWARNING To reduce the risk of

personal injury and damage,
never immerse your tool, battery pack or
charger in liquid or allow a liquid to flow inside
them.

Cleaning

Clean dust and debris from vents. Keep handles
clean, dry and free of oil or grease. Use only mild
soap and a damp cloth to clean, since certain
cleaning agents and solvents are harmful to
plastics and other insulated parts. Some of these
include gasoline, turpentine, lacquer thinner, paint
thinner, chlorinated cleaning solvents, ammonia
and household detergents containing ammonia.
Never use flammable or combustible solvents
around tools.
