WORK AREA SAFETY

*Do not use in the presence of explosive dust,
liquids or vapors. Power tools have motors and
other parts that can produce sparks during
normal use. Do not use within 9m (30') of areas
where explosive materials may be present (such as
gasoline pumps and places where liquids like paint
thinners, cleaners, solvents, etc. are stored).

*Do not use where oxygen or anesthetics are used.

*Do not allow to be used as a toy. Close attention
is necessary when used by or near children. Store
idle power tools out of the reach of children and do
not allow persons unfamiliar with the power tool or
these instructions to operate the power tool. Power
tools are dangerous in the hands of untrained users.

*Use extra care when using on stairs. Do not over_
reach.

Keep work area clean and well lit. This enables
better control of the tool in unexpected situations.
