\ GENERAL POWER TOOL SAFETY WARNINGS |

WARNING READ ALL SAFETY WARNINGS AND ALL INSTRUCTIONS.
Failure to follow the warnings and instructions may result in electric shock, fire and/or
serious injury. Save all warnings and instructions for future reference.
The term "power tool" in the warnings refers to your mains-operated (corded) power tool or

battery-operated (cordless) power tool.

WORK AREA SAFETY |

*Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or
dark areas invite accidents.

*Do not operate power tools in explosive atmo-
spheres, such as in the presence of flammable
liquids, gases or dust. Power tools create sparks
which may ignite the dust or fumes.

*Keep children and bystanders away while
operating a power tool. Distractions can cause
you to lose control.

\ ELECTRICAL SAFETY |

*Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never
modify the plug in any way. Do not use any
adapter plugs with earthed (grounded) power
tools. Unmodified plugs and matching outlets will
reduce risk of electric shock.

*Avoid body contact with earthed or grounded
surfaces such as pipes, radiators, ranges and
refrigerators. There is an increased risk of electric
shock if your body is earthed or grounded.

*Do not expose power tools to rain or wet condi-
tions.

Awrench or a key left
attached to a rotating part of the power tool may
result in personal injury.

*Do not overreach. Keep proper footing and
balance at all times. This enables better control
of the power tool in unexpected situations.

*Dress properly. Do not wear loose clothing or
jewellery. Keep your hair, clothing and gloves
away from moving parts. Loose clothes, jewel-
lery or long hair can be caught in moving parts.

°If devices are provided for the connection of
dust extraction and collection facilities, ensure
these are connected and properly used. Use of
dust collection can reduce dust-related hazards.

| POWER TOOL USE AND CARE |

*Do not force the power tool. Use the correct
power tool for your application. The correct
power tool will do the job better and safer at the
rate for which it was designed.

*Do not use the power tool if the switch does not
turn it on and off. Any power tool that cannot be
controlled with the switch is dangerous and must
be repaired.

*Disconnect the plug from the power source
and/or the battery pack from the power tool
before making any adjustments, changing
accessories, or storing power tools. Such
preventive safety measures reduce the risk of
starting the power tool accidentally.

*Store idle power tools out of the reach of chil-
dren and do not allow persons unfamiliar with
the power tool or these instructions to operate
the power tool. Power tools are dangerous in the
hands of untrained users.

*Maintain power tools. Check for misalignment
or binding of moving parts, breakage of parts
and any other condition that may affect the
power tool’s operation.

| ASSEMBLY |

\ OPERATION |

A WARNING Recharge only with the
charger specified for the battery. For specific
charging instructions, read the operator’s
manual supplied with your charger and battery.

Inserting/Removing the Battery

To remove the battery, push in the release buttons
and pull the battery pack away from the tool.

To insert the battery, slide the pack into the body
of the tool. Make sure it latches securely into place.

AWARNING Always remove battery
pack before changing or removing acces-
sories. Only use accessories specifically
recommended for this tool. Others may be
hazardous.

Inserting/Removing/Positioning the

Crimping Head

1. Rotate the retaining pin 180° (1), then pull out (2).
2. Insert the crimping head.

3. Push in the retaining pin (1), then rotate 180° (2).

CAUTION To avoid damage to the tool, do
not operate the tool without the retaing pin
fully inserted and locked into position. Dam-
age to the cylinder may occur.

4. Rotate the head to the desired angle.

AWARNING Always remove battery
pack before changing or removing acces-
sories.

Fuel Gauge

To determine the amount of charge left in the battery,
press and release the start button. The Fuel Gauge will
light up. To signal the end of charge, one light on the fuel
gauge will flash.

Pressing

* Before beggining a press, inspect the jaw assembly for
cracks or other damage. Do not use a damaged jaw
assembly. Return damaged jaw assembly to the store
where the product was originally purchased or one of our
authorised MILWAUKEE® service centres.

« Before beginning a press, check the fuel gauge to deter-
mine whether the battery charge is sufficient to complete
the pressing operation.

* The tool will turn off automatically after 30 minutes of
no use.

* Inspect and discard workpieces with cracks or wear
before use. Materials may crack or shatter.

1. Turn the tool ON by quickly pressing and releasing
the start button.

. Open the jaws and place around the fitting.

Hold tool securely. Press and hold the start button. The

green LED will go out. s

The automatic press K

cycle begins. Release 3

the start button and

continue to hold the
tool securely.

5. When the press cycle
is complete the tool
will switch off and the
green LED will light.

6. To cancel the auto-
matic press cycle,
press and hold the
release button. Hold
tool securely until
jaws open and the
tool turns off.

7. If the tool is in use
for 30 minutes con-
tinuously (e.g., on a
manufacturing fix-
ture), allow the tool to
cool down for at least
15 minutes before continuing. Under normal use (e.g.,
plumbing/mechanical) press freely and pay attention to
the LED indicators (see "Troubleshooting").

8. If the red LED lights, press the start button. If the tool
does not run, return the tool to the store where the prod-
uct was originally purchased or one of our authorised
MILWAUKEE® service centres.

9. Ifthe red and green LEDs flash alternately, the tool must
be serviced by one of our authorised MILWAUKEE®
service centres.
