GENERAL POWER TOOL
SAFETY WARNINGS

AWARNING Read all safety warnings, instruc-

tions, illustrations and specifica-
tions provided with this power tool. Failure to
follow all instructions listed below may result in
electric shock, fire and/or serious injury. Save all
warnings and instructions for future reference.
The term "power tool" in the warnings refers to your
mains-operated (corded) power tool or battery-oper-
ated (cordless) power tool.

WORK AREA SAFETY

*Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or
dark areas invite accidents.

*Do not operate power tools in explosive atmo-
spheres, such as in the presence of flammable
liquids, gases or dust. Power tools create sparks
which may ignite the dust or fumes.

*Keep children and bystanders away while operat-
ing a power tool. Distractions can cause you to lose

control.
ELECTRICAL SAFETY

*Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never

modify the plug in any way. Do not use any
adapter plugs with earthed (grounded) power
tools. Unmodified plugs and matching outlets will
reduce risk of electric shock.

*Avoid body contact with earthed or grounded
surfaces, such as pipes, radiators, ranges and
refrigerators. There is an increased risk of electric
shock if your body is earthed or grounded.

*Do not expose power tools to rain or wet condi-
tions.

*While operating the machine, always wear safety
footwear.

*Always keep proper footing and operate the
machine only when standing on the ground.
Slippery or unstable surfaces may cause a loss of
balance or control of the machine.

*Do not operate the machine on excessively steep
slopes. This reduces the risk of loss of control,
slipping and falling which may result in personal
injury.

*When working on slopes, always be sure of your
footing, always work across the face of slopes,
never up or down and exercise extreme caution
when changing direction. This reduces the risk of
loss of control, slipping and falling which may result
in personal injury.

*Keep all parts of the body away from the cutter,
line or blade when the machine is operating.
Before you start the machine, make sure the
cutter, line or blade is not contacting anything.
Amoment of inattention while operating the machine
may result in injury to yourself or others.

This helps prevent unintended cutter or blade
contact and enables better control of the machine
in unexpected situations.

*When cutting brush or saplings that are under
tension, be alert for spring back. When the tension
in the wood fibres is released, the brush or sapling
may strike the operator and/or throw the machine
out of control.

*Use extreme caution when cutting brush and
saplings. The slender material may catch the blade
and be whipped toward you or pull you off balance.

*Maintain control of the machine and do not touch
cutters, lines or blades and other hazardous
moving parts while they are still in motion. This
reduces the risk of injury from moving parts.

eCarry the machine with the machine switched
off and away from your body. Proper handling of
the machine will reduce the likelihood of accidental
contact with a moving cultter, line or blade.

*When transporting or storing the machine, always
fit the cover on metal blades. Proper handling of
the machine will reduce the likelihood of accidental
contact with the blade.

Blade thrust causes and related warnings:

*Maintain a firm grip with both hands on the
machine and position your arms to resist blade
thrust.

Blade
thrust can be controlled by the operator if proper
precautions are taken.

°If the blade binds, or when interrupting a cut
for any reason, switch the machine off and hold
the machine motionless in the material until the
blade comes to a complete stop. While the blade
is binding, never attempt to remove the machine
from the material or pull the machine backward
while the blade is in motion, otherwise blade
thrust may occur. Investigate and take corrective
actions to eliminate the cause of blade binding.

*Do not use blunt or damaged blades. Blunt or
damaged blades increase the risk of jamming or
catching on an object, resulting in blade thrust.

*Always maintain good visibility of the material
being cut. Blade thrust is more likely to occur in
areas where it is difficult to see the material being cut.

°If you are approached by another person while
operating the machine, switch the machine off.
There is an increased risk of injury to other persons
being struck by the moving blade in the event of
blade thrust.

Other safety rules:

During operation, use the harness. Keep the
brushcutter on your right side firmly.
Use both hands when operating the tool.
Maintain a firm grip. Using one hand could
cause loss of control and result in serious
injury.
Inspect the area before using the tool. Remove
all debris and hard objects such as rocks, glass,
wire, etc. that can ricochet, be thrown, or
otherwise cause injury or damage during

operation. .
Selecting the Speed High

Use the speed control button to select Low

or High speeds. Use low speed for larger

jobs where extended battery life is needed.

Starting/Stopping the Power Head

To reduce the risk of injury, always
AWARNING hold the power head away from the
body keeping clearance between body and the
tool/attachment. Any contact with an attachment
or cutting head can result in cuts, burns and
other serious personal injury.
Always remove the battery pack and keep hands
clear of the trigger and lock-out when carrying
or transporting tool.

1. Grasp the tool firmly by both handles.

2. To start the tool, toggle the lock-off lever and pull
the trigger.

3. To vary the speed, increase or decrease the pres
sure on the trigger. The further the trigger is pulled,
the greater the speed up to the maximum set by
the speed control button.

4. To stop the tool release the trigger. Make sure the
tool comes to a complete stop before laying the
tool down.

Brush Cutting

1. Grasp the trigger handle with your right hand and
the left handle with your left hand to properly align
yourself behind the handle assembly with the tool
at your right and away from the direction of cut.

2. To start the tool, toggle the lock-off lever with your
thumb and pull the trigger.

3. To vary the speed, increase or decrease the pres-
sure on the trigger. The further the trigger is pulled,
the greater the speed up to the maximum set by
the speed control button.

4. If a blockage occurs, remove the battery before
clearing the blockage from the tool.

Line Trimming

1. Grasp the trigger handle with your right hand and
the left handle with your left hand to properly align
yourself behind the handle assembly with the tool
at your right and away from the direction of cut.

2. To start the tool, toggle the lock-off lever with your
thumb and pull the trigger.

3. To vary the speed, increase or decrease the pres-
sure on the trigger. The further the trigger is pulled,
the greater the speed up to the maximum set by
the speed control button.

4. Allow the tool to angle down, keeping at least
305 mm (12") between the trimmer head and any
body part. Hold the tool just above the ground
and swing the head side to side.

NOTE: The trimmer will cut best when moved
across the ground in the direction of the arrow
on the guard.

. Do not use tool as an edger. Do
AWARNING not tilt tool to create a right angle
to the ground. Keep trimmer head and line
parallel to the ground. Guard cannot protect
against flying debris in this orientation.

. To feed out the line, bump it against the ground
gently while running a normal speed.

NOTE: When used near abrasive surfaces or in
dense growth, the cutting line will wear faster and
require "bumping" more often.

. To stop the tool release the trigger. Make sure
the tool comes to a complete stop before laying
the tool down.

Materials to Cut
Thick grass, brush, weeds, small diameter trees
and saplings
Cutting Tips

For line trimmer:

*Allow the ends of the line to do the cutting.

*Contact between the line and solid objects will cause
extra line wear and breakage.

*Do not drag the spool cover along the ground or
bump it too hard. Only bump spool on the ground.
Do not bump against rocks, driveways, etc.

*Make multiple passes in long growth.

*Avoid ornamental trees, shrubs, and plantings.
Avoid contact with siding, fence posts, etc. They
can all be damaged by the tool.

For brushcutter:

*Make multiple passes in long growth to avoid block-
ages.

*Avoid ornamental trees, shrubs, and plantings.
Avoid contact with siding, fence posts, etc. They
can all be damaged by the tool.

Inspect the tool for damage upon striking a hard
object or if there appears to be excessive vibration.

*The blade is reversible. When needed, reverse or
replace the blade.

MAINTENANCE

To reduce the risk of injury,
AWARNING always unplug the charger and
remove the battery pack from the charger or
tool before performing any maintenance. Never
disassemble the tool, battery pack or charger.
Contact a MILWAUKEE®P service facility for ALL
repairs. .

Maintaining Tool
Keep your tool, battery pack and charger in good
repair by adopting a regular maintenance program.
Inspect your tool for issues such as undue noise,
misalignment or binding of moving parts, breakage
of parts, or any other condition that may affect the
tool operation. Return the tool, battery pack, and
charger to a MILWAUKEE® service facility for repair.
After six months to one year, depending on use,
return the tool, battery pack and charger to a
MILWAUKEE® service facility for inspection.
If the tool does not start or operate at full power with
a fully charged battery pack, clean the contacts on
the battery pack. If the tool still does not work
properly, return the tool, charger and battery pack,
to a MILWAUKEE® service facility for repairs.

Gearcase Lubrication

After about 50 hours of use, the
earcase should be lubricated to
increase performance and extend
the life of the tool. Place the
trimmer head on its side and
remove the hex head screw. Add
up to 11 grams of Type Y grease to
the cavity. Do not overfill. Replace
the hex head screw and tighten securely.

Maintaining the Blade
The blade is reversible. When needed, reverse or
replace the blade. Do not sharpen.

Maintaining Line
Store extra line in a sealed plastic bag with a
tablespoon of water to avoid drying or cracking.
Periodically sharpen the line cut-off blade to ensure
the line does not extend too long from the spool,
which can cause motor overload.
Cleaning

Clean dust and debris from vents. Keep handles
clean, dry and free of oil or grease. Use only mild
soap and a damp cloth to clean, since certain
cleaning agents and solvents are harmful to plastics
and other insulated parts. Some of these include
petrol, turpentine, lacquer thinner, paint thinner,
chlorinated cleaning solvents, ammonia and
household detergents containing ammonia. Never
useI flammable or combustible solvents around
tools.

Repairs
For repairs, return the tool, battery pack and charger
to the nearest service centre.
