The term "power tool" in the warnings refers to your 
mains-operated (corded) power tool or battery-oper-
ated (cordless) power tool.

WORK AREA SAFETY

ELECTRICAL SAFETY

 Do not operate power tools in explosive atmo-

liquids, gases or dust. Power tools create sparks
which may ignite the dust or fumes.
 Keep children and bystanders away while operat-
ing a power tool. Distractions can cause you to lose
control.

PERSONAL SAFETY

• Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never
modify the plug in any way. Do not use any
adapter plugs with earthed (grounded) power
tools. 
reduce risk of electric shock.

• Avoid body contact with earthed or grounded
surfaces, such as pipes, radiators, ranges and
refrigerators. There is an increased risk of electric 
shock if your body is earthed or grounded.

• Do not expose power tools to rain or wet condi-
tions. Water entering a power tool will increase the 
risk of electric shock.

• Do not abuse the cord. Never use the cord for
carrying, pulling or unplugging the power tool.
Keep cord away from heat, oil, sharp edges or
moving parts. Damaged or entangled cords increase
the risk of electric shock.

• When operating a power tool outdoors, use an
extension cord suitable for outdoor use. Use of
a cord suitable for outdoor use reduces the risk of
electric shock.

• Do not force the power tool. Use the correct power
tool for your application. The correct power tool
will do the job better and safer at the rate for which
it was designed.

• Do not use the power tool if the switch does not turn
Any power tool that cannot be controlled

with the switch is dangerous and must be repaired.
• Disconnect the plug from the power source and/
or remove the battery pack, if detachable, from
the power tool before making any adjustments,
changing accessories, or storing power tools.
Such preventive safety measures reduce the risk of 
starting the power tool accidentally.

• Store idle power tools out of the reach of children
and do not allow persons unfamiliar with the
power tool or these instructions to operate the
power tool. Power tools are dangerous in the hands
of untrained users.

• Maintain power tools and accessories. Check
for misalignment or binding of moving parts,
breakage of parts and any other condition that

have the power tool repaired before use. Many ac-
cidents are caused by poorly maintained power tools.

• Keep cutting tools sharp and clean. Properly
maintained cutting tools with sharp cutting edges
are less likely to bind and are easier to control.

• Use the power tool, accessories and tool bits
etc. in accordance with these instructions,

If operating a power tool in a damp location is 
unavoidable, use a residual current device 
(RCD) protected supply. Use of a RCD reduces 
the risk of electric shock.

Dress properly. Do not wear loose clothing or 
jewellery. Keep your hair and clothing away 
from moving parts. Loose clothes, jewellery or 
long hair can be caught in moving parts.
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SERVICE

• When battery pack is not in use, keep it away
from other metal objects, like paper clips, coins,
keys, nails, screws or other small metal objects,
that can make a connection from one terminal
to another. Shorting the battery terminals together 

• Under abusive conditions, liquid may be ejected
from the battery; avoid contact.

• Have your power tool serviced by a qualified 
repair person using only identical replacement 
parts. This will ensure that the safety of the power 
tool is maintained.

• Never service damaged battery packs. Service 
of battery packs should only be performed by the 
manufacturer or authorised service providers.

Do not use a battery pack or tool that is 
damaged or modified. Damaged or modified 
batteries may exhibit unpredictable behaviour 
resulting in fire, explosion or risk of injury.

Inserting/Removing the Battery

WARNING

Recharge only with the charger 
specified for the battery. For 

specific charging instructions, read the 
operator’s manual supplied with your charger 
and battery.

To insert the battery, slide the pack into the body of 
the machine. Make sure it latches securely into 
place.

To remove  the battery, push the battery latch lock 
to the side and squeeze the battery latch lever. Pull 
the battery pack away from the machine.

To attach, slide the battery extension onto the 
backpack base. The battery extension will click into 
the backpack base.
To remove, push and hold the release button. Pull 
the handle of the battery extension away from the 
backpack base.

Only use accessories 
specifically recommended for 

this machine. Others may be hazardous.

WARNING Always remove the battery pack 
any time the machine is not in use.

Attaching/Removing the Portable Battery 
Extension to the Backpack Base

Putting on the Backpack
1. Ensure the battery extension is securely attached 

to backpack base and the product is not 
damaged. Do not use the battery extension if 
damaged.

3. With the battery extension on your back, tighten 
the shoulder, height adjustment and waist straps 
until they fit snugly and securely, high on your 
back. Connect chest strap and waist strap.

2. Pick up the backpack by one of the shoulder 
straps, slide your arms through each shoulder 
strap.

4. Be sure the shoulder, chest, and waist straps are 
tight but comfortable.

Installing the ONE-KEY™ 
Bluetooth Tracking Tag

1. To install, remove the backpack base from the 
battery extension.

3. Use the screws provided or M4 x 10 mm self 
tapping plastic screws to install the ONE-KEY™ 
bluetooth tracking tag on the back of the battery 
extension.

2. Remove and discard the spacer.

4. Do not overtighten the screws.
5. To remove, reverse the procedure.

Using the Portable Battery Extension

Transportation and Storage

2. Align the connectors and push together. Ensure 
they are fully inserted.

1. Slide the battery adaptor into the battery bay of 
the machine.

3. Install a battery pack in into the battery bay of the 
extension.

5. Arm the machine.
4. Put on the backpack, if needed.

6. Once project has been completed, turn off the 
machine and disarm the machine.

7. Remove battery pack from battery extension to 
charge.

Maintaining Tool 

MAINTENANCE
WARNING To reduce the risk of injury, 

always unplug the charger and 
remove the battery pack from the charger or 
tool before performing any maintenance. Never 
disassemble the battery pack, charger, or tool, 
except as provided in these instructions. 
Contact a MILWAUKEE® service facility for all 
other repairs.

Keep your tool, battery pack and charger in good 
repair by adopting a regular maintenance program.
Inspect your tool for issues such as undue noise, 
misalignment or binding of moving parts, breakage 
of parts, or any other condition that may affect the 
tool operation. Return the tool, battery pack, and 
charger to a MILWAUKEE® service facility for repair. 
If the tool does not start or operate at full power with 
a fully charged battery pack, clean the contacts on 
the battery pack. If the tool still does not work 
properly, return the tool, charger and battery pack, 
to a MILWAUKEE® service facility for repairs.

Cleaning

Repairs

Clean dust and debris from vents. Keep handles 
clean, dry and free of oil or grease. Use only mild 
soap and a damp cloth to clean, since certain 
cleaning agents and solvents are harmful to plastics 
and other insulated parts. Some of these include 
petrol, turpentine, lacquer thinner, paint thinner, 
chlorinated cleaning solvents, ammonia and 
household detergents containing ammonia. Never 
use flammable or combustible solvents around 
tools.

For repairs, return the machine to the nearest 
authorised service centre.

Do not transport or store with a battery pack 
installed in the battery extension. Do not transport 
or store with battery adaptor installed in the 
machine.
